Special tips for this location: Parking lot is at 74 Curzon Mill Road, Newburyport, MA. It's a pretty big
lot and there is a bathroom facility there. There is a daily parking rate of $5.00/car for MA Residents
and $20.00/car for non-MA residents.

Highlights of this space include: Rolling meadows, beautiful views of the Merrimack River, 19th
century gardens, and beautiful plants and trees.
