Walking in Massachusetts

Moore State Park, Paxton

Special tips for this location: Free to all, Easy parking at 1 Sawmill Road, Paxton, MA. Grab your map
and travel the gravel Sawmill Road surrounded by azaleas, rhododendrons and laurels to the covered
deck overlooking Eames Pond for a beautiful view. Travel left and Continue down the hill to see the
waterfalls and the old sawmill. On the right look for Old Brigham Road Trail through the woods and
take it to Stairway Loop Trail back to Sawmill Road.

If you want to add more to this walk, head back towards the car and on the left take Davis Road Trail
and turn right to walk through the mowed hill paths back to the car. Only service animals allowed.
Lace up your sneakers or hiking boots (it may be muddy), grab mosquito and tick spray, bring a snack
and water bottle - ENJOY!
