Arrive at Site / Check-In
Arrive early so you don’t get locked out from the airfield

Introduction/Orientation﻿

ABS – Panic Stop
Learn what ABS means and does. Feel how it works when you accelerate to highway speed & then
slam on the brakes. Learn how braking with a non-ABS-equipped car differs.
Slalom Course
Practice proper hand position while steering through a series of cones at slow speeds, and then
gradually accelerate so that you can appreciate the difficulty of controlling your vehicle (even at
relatively slow speeds).
Tailgating﻿
﻿How close is too close when following another vehicle. Get the opportunity to follow our lead car, deal
with distractions and try to react quickly enough to avoid a fender bender, ambulance ride, or trip in a
hearse!
Backing Up﻿
﻿Far fewer deaths occur in these accidents, but backing up crashes are responsible for millions of
dollars in property damage every day. Learn what you can do to avoid these costly mistakes.
Emergency Lane Change﻿
﻿Take everything you’ve learned today and put it together to learn how to control your vehicle when it
counts.
Close Quarters Maneuvering
Emphasis on operating in a confined space, utilizing vehicle mirrors, surrounding reference points,
vehicle pivot points, and understanding vehicle size and limitations.
