Free parking is available on 

roads outside of the park in perimeter lots. Choose your 

parking location once you’ve selected your hike from the 

suggested trail ideas.

Highlights: Hike, bike, and ski! Drive or hike to the 

2,006-foot peak for scenic views!

Hike idea: Select an Introductory or Signature route 

from the park’s suggested trail ideas. 

Leash up your dog.
